Frequent "pump-overs" (pulling concentrated
juices at the bottom of the barrel up over the top)
soften the tannins, which lets the complex, subtle
flavors of the fruit come through. There are thick hints
of leather and spice and when tasting one experiences
the textural perfection. It is a unique and approachable
wine that is clearly a product of Russian River Valley.
Anyone looking for a balanced medium-bodied
Cabernet Sauvignon will love this wine.
